The 4th Geneva Convention ALSO contains 
OBLIGATIONS for governments like ours 
TO TAKE ACTION when there are grave breaches of the Convention.
 The West Bank and Gaza Strip have been under military occupation for over 40 years.  There have been continual breaches of the 4th Geneva Convention by the Israeli Occupying Power. 
 Ethnic cleansing in Jerusalem is speeding up. 
So is settlement building in the West Bank.  
The illegal Separation Wall built deep in the West Bank 
is only one of the cruel changes to the infrastructure of the country.
It is time to do something serious about what is happening in Palestine
