British delegation from the London Borough of Camden finishes its visit to Abu Dis.

The delegation from the London Borough of Camden to Abu Dis ended a visit of ten days during which they saw some of the local societies, institutions, schools and facilities for health, education and youth.

The visit was one of an exchange of visits between the two sides.  A delegation from Camden came to Abu Dis last April, and there was a delegation from Abu Dis to the borough of Camden this September, during which they went on many visits to different organisations, and met with representatives of different trade unions, in this borough with a population of about 230 thousand.

The Abu Dis delegation took part in activities such as a special conference about friendship with Palestine held in honour of the visit of the delegation and attended by different British universities, among them Birmingham, Manchester, Leeds and Oxford.  It is worth mentioning that the Abu Dis- Camden friendship has been going on for more than a year and a half and has developed to include several activities.  Links have been established with education, health and cultural institutions in Abu Dis and close relations with their counterparts in Camden, aimed at exchanging experiences, information and  offering necessary help and support to develop different institutions in Abu Dis.

The Camden- Abu Dis delegation met Dr Abdullah Abdullah, deputy Palestinian Minister of the Exterior in the Ministry in Ramallah. Dr Abdullah welcomed the delegation and explained  the current political situation and the difficult circumstances that the Palestinian people are facing because of the practices of the Israeli occupation. And the delegation gave a proposal for a conference on twinning to be held in Palestine next April. Dr Abdullah promised to provide the support needed to make this project successful.
