The delegation from Camden in Britain finishes its visit to the schools of the Jerusalem  Suburbs.





A delegation from Camden schools in Britain comprising 12 well-qualified  teachers from secondary and primary schools, hosted by the Ministry of Education and Upbringing, Jerusalem Suburbs,  were welcomed by the Abu Dis Friendship Association. The leader of the delegation, Nandita, met Omar Anbar,  the Head of the  Ministry of Education and Upbringing, Jerusalem Suburbs,  and he took the delegation on a visit to government and private schools including Abu Dis Boys' School, the New Generation School, some of the UN schools and Anatta Secondary Boys' School where they met the headteacher Yusuf Alayan, who gave them a brief description of the bad effects of the Separation Wall on the school and its students and the difficulties that the education process faces in this school as a result of that.





The delegation was hosted by the headteacher of the Arab Institute in Abu Dis, Ali Abu Ras, who gave them an introduction about the school and the education process, and the Jerusalem Governor, Jamil Nasser was also in the school. Omar Anbar told the delegation about the education process in the Palestinian government schools and Durgham Abd al-Aziz spoke about the UN schools.





A reception party in honour of the visitors was held in Ramallah and there were thirty teachers together with Kate Owen representative of the British Council which paid for the expenses of the visits. Also there was the Therwat Zeit who is in charge of the Children and Families section of the Ministry and Ayman Hamamreh the Head Inspector in the Schools section and the person in charge of the Friendship Association, Abdul Wahab Sabbah.





One of the aims of the visit is to find out about educational strategies in Palestine and the Palestinian curriculum, and to activate and empower the relations between schools in both countries in order to make common projects and above all exchange visits between schools in the two countries.





As a result of the visit, the visitors invited the Head Teacher of Abu Dis Boys' School, Aqel Abu Khalil to visit Hampstead School in Camden to sign a twinning agreement between the two schools.





At the end of the visit, the delegation had an outing to Jericho and the historical places like Hesham Castle and the old city of Jericho and the Dead Sea and the Jericho cable car.
