Visit to the city of Hebron





A delegation of trade unionists reaffirmed their support for Palestinian national rights.





A delegation of British trade union workers together with the Britain-Palestine Friendship Association (Camden-Abu Dis) which were visiting the city of Hebron reaffirmed their support and solidarity towards the Palestinian national issue and the legal right for the Palestinian people to have self-determination and to build their national independent state with Jerusalem as its capital city.  They showed their support to the peace offers to achieve a fair peace in Palestine and all the Middle East.





This was on a visit of a British delegation to the Palestinian trade union office in Hebron where they met Samour al-Natshah who is the chair of the union in Hebron and Mohammad al-Atawoneh who is a member of the executive committee in the union and the head of the media department. Also they met Mohammed Adib Dwaik and Salah Asgheer from the local committee in Hebron city, and Leila al-Qawasmeh who is in charge of the women's department in the trade union and the members of the management committee for the tourism union, Bader al-Dawour and Sharifa al-Sharif together with members of different unions and workers' committees in the city.





The delegation heard details about the situation of the Palestinian people and the Palestinian workers on the national level and in Hebron district and the very hard situation that the Palestinian workers suffer.  The delegation included Nandita Dowson, responsible for the Britain-Palestine Friendship Society London branch which also has a branch in Abu Dis, together with members from the society in London, from the transport union, the teachers' union, the organising department in one of the trade unions in Britain and Abdul Wahab Sabbah, the Field Co-ordinator for the Friendship Society in Abu Dis.





At the end of the meeting, both sides discussed the future relations and how to deepen the friendship between the Palestinians and the British; and the trade unions in Hebron gave the members of the delegation gifts of appreciation. Then there was a tour around the old city of Hebron where the visitors saw the way the people sufferng of the people because of the Israeli settlers and soldiers
