British teachers from Camden in London visited Al-Quds University yesterday and  the Abu Jehad Centre and met Fahid Abu al-Haj who explained to them about the centre and described about the suffering and the resistance of Palestinian prisoners inside Israeli jails. Abu al-Haj also condemned the Israeli attack on the jail and he called on the international community for an emergency move to save the lives of Palestinian prisoners inside Israeli jails.
