A delegation from British trade unions visited the Abu Jehad Centre for the Prisoners' Movement





Yesterday a delegation of trade unionists together with representatives of Camden Abu Dis Friendship Association  British teachers from Camden in London visited the Abu Jehad Centre of the Prisoners' Movement. Fahid Abu al-Haj who is the Chair of the museum welcomed the visitors and took them on a tour around the museum, which shows all the stages that the Palestinian prisoners pass through inside Israeli jails.  He gave a description of the resistance of the Palestinian prisoners inside jail and how they managed to achieve small improvements to their lives inside.





 Abu al-Haj also pointed out the valuable things that the museum has from both the humanitarian and legal points of view and how Israel breaks all the international agreements and laws and violate the basic rights of Palestinian prisoners.





Abu al-Haj added that Israel did not waste any opportunity to make the lives of prisoners unbearable and to humiliate them, and he gave an example about what had happened lately in al-Naqab jail. From their side the visitors hailed the struggle of the Palestinian prisoners inside Israeli jails. Jessie Fenn, the representative of the group, said "I wish that everybody could come and visit this museum to understand not just the suffering of the Palestinian prisoners but how brave and powerful they are, and how they manage to send a message of peace from their misery," 





At the end of the visit, Abu al-Haj thanked the delegation and asked them to take all the facts that they saw in the museum back to their people; and he wished them all success in this mission.
