A student from Al Quds University  shot by Israeli soldiers at pointblank range – 
killed on the first day of Ramadan.  (See below for CADFA activity in memory of Moatassem)
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Moatassem  Odwan,  aged 22, a student of media studies at the Al Quds University in Abu Dis, was shot dead by Israeli soldiers from a distance of 20 metres near his home in Qalandia Refugee Camp on 1st August 2011. Another young man was also killed and a third seriously wounded with a bullet in his head. The Israeli army invaded the refugee camp to arrest two people (which they did) – these three were nothing to do with this. The Israeli soldiers shot live ammunition with no warning in a context where there was no resistance: the people who were shot were out with thousands of others near their houses, celebrating the evening on the first of Ramadan. 

CADFA statement:

Camden Abu Dis sends its huge sympathy to the family of Moatassem and to his friends and fellow students.  We are deeply saddened at his loss and at the deaths and injury to the others who were with him. 
We also want to protest this horrendous action by the Israeli army – while the death of any young man is very sad, the murder of an unarmed young man by soldiers is an outrage. The fact that Moatassem is sadly one of many young Palestinians shot and killed by the Israeli army with impunity should not let us accept it as normal and we will not allow him to become just a statistic for us. 
This coming academic year is for CADFA ‘year of the student’ because of the activities we have planned in conjunction with the Camden student unions that are twinned with the student union at the Al Quds University where Moatassem was a student of media studies. We will be remembering him and talking about him and finding the best ways we can to protest and to work to end the situation where such a thing can happen. We welcome your suggestions for suitable and useful activity.
Our first activities will include

· A memorial for Moatassem in September.

· We will be having a student visit from the Al Quds University in October, and the Palestinian students coming are already preparing.  They will visit Moatassem’s family on our behalf, both to give our strong sympathy and to find more of the story in order to come and tell it to British students during their visit here.

· There will then be further activity in his honour during that visit.
