Many thanks to everyone who has taken part in the child prisoner campaign during the 
past year or so.
The CADFA prisoner campaign has done various things 
 - a conference about Palestinian prisoners 
- public meeting about child prisoners

- letter-writing meetings

- a film on women prisoners 

- a protest in Camden Town on Prisoners' Day 

- sale of items made by ex-prisoners (we still have a few of these items)

- letters to the Israeli authorities about the cases of specific prisoners sent by CADFA

- masses of letters to the Israeli authorities about one child prisoner in particular 

- photographed attempted delivery of the letters to the Israeli Embassy (in fact we had to post them in the end) 

- CADFA marked 17th April, prisoner day, with cards to Abu Dis prisoners

- distribution of leaflets about the situation of prisoners in Palestine

- raising the issue of prisoners in many fora

- adoption of child prisoners

 

Issues that have particularly concerned us this year
** Arrest of young boys who are not treated as juveniles **

** Mistreatment following arrest **

** Forced confessions **

** Not allowing family visits at all or not enough **

** Disruption to education **

** The problems the boys have settling back into ordinary life after prison **
CADFA prisoner adoption

There are currently 23 adopted prisoners - (CADFA prisoner adoption has so far involved about 40 prisoners) We focus on the cases of children, or people imprisoned while they are children, and people in administrative detention (imprisoned with no trial)

 

Prisoner adoption has meant different things in different cases - writing or emailing the prisoner and family, sometimes also writing to the Israeli authorities - the feedback from families has been very positive.

 

Families of child prisoners have raised an interesting point with us - we have supported them while their children are in prison, but they would like some help when the boys are back and no longer responding in the same way to their parents or their siblings. We have talked about this to a therapist who works in Abu Dis and are starting to raise the money for group sessions for boys who have been in prison.

During the next year, the prisoner campaign hopes to
- continue the prisoner adoption campaign

- raise the issue wherever possible

- have letter-writing meetings once a term

- have an event to mark Prisoners' Day

- raise the money for group sessions for boys who have been in prison We hope you will join us.
