ELEVEN YEARS IN PRISON AND SICK WITH THYROID CANCER
We are asking the International Red Cross to press for his release so he can have urgent surgery.
PLEASE WRITE A LETTER TO HELP THIS VERY SICK PRISONER FROM ABU DIS
More than two years ago, CADFA members wrote hundreds of letters to ask for his release - the letters went to the Israeli Embassy and we did not get any reply. Since then his family have gone on being worried about him. Now we want to support the campaign being organised for him in Abu Dis by writing to the International Red Cross. A model letter follows.
MOHAMMED SALEH MOHSEN UPDATE 7th SEPTEMBER 2011
Mohammed Mohsen from Abu Dis was arrested on 7th September 1999 so has been in Israeli prison for 11 years. His sentence is for 15 years. He is now in Ashel Prison, where sick prisoners are taken. He is very sick with thyroid cancer and needs to have an operation. 
He told his lawyer that four years ago he was given a medicine (of radioactive iodine?) and since then he has been sent each month to a hospital called Siroka to have health checks. Recently they stopped the original medicine and started to give him different medicines which he believes will not sort out his problem. 

He understands that he needs a thyroid transplant and he can only have this outside prison. He and his lawyers are calling to international organisations to call for his release on compassionate grounds so that he can have the operation he needs.
