Dear

I am writing to you in great concern at the constant escalation of the Israeli attacks in the Gaza strip.  In the past few days, Israeli air strikes of Gaza have killed over a hundred people including many children.  This is awful and it appears to be no accident. We are hearing dreadful statements from Israeli officials which indicate that further violence is a possibility. On 29th February, the Deputy Defence Minister of Israel threatened Gaza with a “shoah” (holocaust).
Many European states are High Contracting Parties to the Geneva Convention and therefore have legal obligations including searching for and prosecuting those responsible for grave breaches of that Convention, and to ensure that Israel as the Occupying Power respects its legal obligations under international humanitarian law. 

We hear from the Camden Abu Dis Friendship Association that in Palestine, the population is electric with dread about what is happening and what is coming next. 
It is of great concern that in Britain we are hearing little on the news about this current escalation, as if nothing can be done.  But these attacks in heavily-populated civilian areas are not only completely unacceptable; they also appear to be grave breaches of the Geneva Convention – the High Contracting Parties therefore have a legal duty to act under common Article 1 of the Geneva Conventions and Article 146 of the Fourth Geneva Convention.
I am writing to you as one of my representatives within the European Union to point out that what is happening in Gaza is urgent, and these attacks must be stopped immediately.  So it is imperative that the European states should take their legal obligations seriously.
Please tell me what steps will be taken.
