They divided this school into girls and boys in 1997 and then they mixed boys and girls together again in 2006-7 (just this year).
The number of students this year is 255 students.  This year (2007-8), the number of girls is 171 and the number of boys is 84. This school is for children from 6 years old up to 10 years old. The number of teachers is 9, there is part-time psychological support, the number of people in the school administration is four.
The number of classrooms is 8. The playground is shared by the school (in the day) and the Abu Dis Youth Club (in the evening)
