Abdul Kareem Jaffal’s family from Abu Dis received an invoice from the management of Israeli jails, asking them to pay 5,000 shekels in respect of health treatment for their son Saed inside Israeli jail. It was the first time that the Israeli authorities had sent invoices to the families of prisoners, asking them to pay money for the treatment that prisoners had had in Israeli jails. Sa'ed Jaffal who has been in Israeli jail for nineteen months, was sent to the hospital after he had a very dangerous disease, and after he was taken back to jail, his family received the bill for 5000 shekels.

It is worth noting that according to the Palestinian Prisoners Institution, there are now 950 Palestinian prisoners who are seriously sick in Israeli jails. Among them there are 20 who have heart problems or kidney problems, and they all need serious treatment.
