The arrest of Mohammed Halabiyeh
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Arrest of Mohammed Halabiyeh and Anas
Ayyad

On Sunday 7th February, an Israeli special
force arrested Mohammad Halabiyeh and Anas
Ayyad (both of them 16 years old) in Abu Dis.
During the course of his arrest, Mohammad
broke his leg, but he was subsequently badly
beaten by the soldiers. They took Anas to
Maale Adumim police station, and later to
Atzion investigation centre. Mohammed was
taken to hospital

Report from the family

Mohammed’s brother Jaafar said that on 6th
February, the family received a phone call in
the night, directly after Mohammed had been
arrested. The family were told to go to the Civil
Department straight away.

The father went to the Civil Department on
that night and the officer there told the father
to go to the hospital, as they needed his
signature as they wanted to make a surgery for
his son. They arranged permission for the
father, usually impossible even if it was an
emergency. He went to the hospital (Hadassa
Aysawiyeh, not Ein Karem at it says in the
report from Ma’an).

When he got there, the doctor told the father
that Mohammed had such a break in his bone
that he needed serious surgery. He said that
when he met his son, there were two soldiers
in the same room so he did not have a chance
to talk in detail with his son about what
happened to him.

After being there for some time, he heard the
doctors and the soldiers talking to each other
and saying in Hebrew (which he understand)
that the surgery would be expensive so they
should take the boy back to the prison.

They moved the boy to Atzion. The father
returned to Abu Dis the same night but he did
not sign anything.

Report from the prisoners in Kfar Atzion

When the boy arrived at Atzion, he was in real
pain. There are reports to Ma’an news agency
from prisoners who were there that they had a
strike to get him sent to hospital. This report
below is from Ma’an:

And according to the prisoners in Kfar Atzion,
while he was there, the young man from Abu
Dis told them that a person dressed as a civilian
accosted him and started to beat him, and then
others came. He realised that they were Israeli
special forces, and he ran away from them to a
high place but they started to shoot at him.

He fell from there, and they came and got him
and immediately started to beat him so hard
that his leg was broken. They took him to the
Hadassa Hospital, and they put his leg in
plaster without taking an x-ray or even
checking him, and then they took him straight
away to Kfar Atzion interrogation centre.

Ammar Qzaz, a prisoner in Kfar Atzion, said
that the condition of the young man Halabiyeh
was really bad, and he was shouting from
severe pain in his leg. The prisoners made an
on-the-spot protest about his being brought to
prison without the proper treatment; they
wanted him to be taken to hospital. As a result
of the prisoners maintaining pressure on the
prison staff, the management agreed to take
the boy to a hospital. But they found in the
morning that he had just been moved to Ofar
Jail.
