Ill in jail - Mohammed Saleh Mohsen  

9th December 2007

This prisoner (now in his late twenties) is now spending his 13th year inside Israeli jail. About 8 months ago, his family discovered that he had health problems. His mother tried to give him a photo of his two brothers, and his hand was shaking so much that he couldn’t manage to hold the photo in his hands. Then he started to tell his mother that the Israelis had recently been taking him to the hospital where he was being given medicine, but no one had told him what was wrong with him. Also he had lost a lot of weight 
As his father said, up to now his family has not heard anything from the prison authorities about Mohammed’s disease, although they are taking him every week to the hospital.

His family members have been denied permits to visit him from last August, and his father added that the Red Cross had given them a permit for Hesham, Mohammad’s brother, once Hesham had left to Germany to travel for six months. The family say it is not practical for Hesham to return from Germany to visit Mohammad, and even if he did, they would be scared that he would not be allowed to leave and continue his studies again.
