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Abu Dis delegation concludes its visit to London 
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As part of the activities of the Friendship House, part of the Camden Abu Dis Friendship, 8 children and 3 teachers from Abu Dis secondary schools returned from a visit to London during which they visited several schools and colleges and met with groups and unions of teachers and different people in the London borough.

This visit came about in the programme of exchanges between Abu Dis and Camden, and this visit was the third visit to London within nine months. And it was the Friendship House in co-operation with a group of volunteers from Camden who were teaching conversational English during last April and May to improve the children’s abilities who were going on the visit in order to open new horizons in the links between the two sides especially in the education committee and the youth committee in both Camden and Abu Dis.
The Dar Assadaqa is now preparing for a summer camp under the sponsorship of friends in Camden in the presence of 3 voluntary teachers from Camden to supervise the activities of the camp.

It should be mentioned that the friendship link between Camden in London and Abu Dis was established more than two years ago and various special committees have been established through this, in the areas of health and education and women and youth and human rights, and each of these has been involved in various activities and projects.
