Camden Abu Dis Friendship Association win Anna Lindh funding for innovative women’s project

The local human rights charity Camden Abu Dis Friendship Association are excited to announce that they have won funding from the European Anna Lindh Foundation for a year-long project that will build closer ties between Camden women and women in the small town of Abu Dis in Palestine.
There will be an opportunity for twelve women linked to Camden women’s centres and community centres to visit Palestine in early November, and this will be followed in March, at the 100th International Women’s Day, by a visit of Palestinian women to Britain including Camden. 
During both visits, women will have the chance to discuss each other’s lives  and to share skills. Women from Camden are likely to learn  skills such as embroidery, soap-making and Middle Eastern cookery from their Abu Dis counterparts, as well as visiting women’s groups all over the West Bank.
“This will be a great opportunity for women who know nothing about Palestine to find out about it,” said Annika Miller-Jones from Camden Abu Dis Women’s Links. “I spent some time in Palestine last year and was struck by how friendly people are – as well as the difficulty of their lives living under Israeli occupation.” 
Annika Miller-Jones is the Chair of the Calthorpe Project, just one of the Camden organisations that has been working with CADFA during the past few years and hosting visitors from Palestine. 
“We had a fantastic women’s day celebration last year, including some women from Palestine on a CADFA visit,” she explains; “but this project will be bigger and even more exciting. It will also give an opportunity to a group of Camden women to travel to Palestine and concentrate on women’s issues.”
