Adopt a political prisoner 

 

There are currently (Jan 2007)about 60 prisoners 
from Abu Dis in Israeli jails, of whom about a third 
are children. As in the rest of Palestine, the 
provisions of the Fourth Geneva Convention and 
the Convention on the Rights of the Child are 
frequently broken in relation to these prisoners. 
Some prisoners are held under “administrative 
detention” and have not had a trial. Many of the 
prisoners report ill-treatment. Their families have 
great problems in visiting them.  

Camden Abu Dis Friendship Association is working 
to make people aware of the issue of Palestinian 
prisoners and their human rights. We are putting 
the stories of prisoners on our website (as told by 
parents and ex-prisoners).
