Sewing the seeds for the Future at Dar Assadaqa
The following interview is with some of the children from the Summer Camp who have worked hard to make a garden at Dar Assadaqa and look after it.

1. When did you start the garden at Dar Assadaqa?

Ahmad: We started the garden last Tuesday. So for one week.
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2. What do you have to do to maintain and look after the garden?

Basel: We had to clean the grounds of Dar Assadaqa first. There was lots of rubbish.

Abed Hadi: I want a basketball court.
