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ADOPTING A POLITICAL PRISONER FROM ABU DIS


Would you like to offer support to a young person from Abu Dis who has been arrested by the Israeli military and taken to a prison within Israel?

There are currently around 60 Abu Dis prisoners in Israeli jails, of whom roughly a third are children or were arrested under the age of 18.  We are currently concentrating on supporting these young people and their families.

Adopting a prisoner means
** We tell you the story of the prisoner and information about how they are being held, etc

** We ask you to write to them in the prison on a regular basis to give them support – and also to remember special days – the prisoner’s own anniversaries (arrest etc), Eids (festival days), the national day for Palestinian political prisoners on 17th April. Prisoners tell us that these letters can be very meaningful to them. 

** We ask you also to write to the prisoner’s family. We will only choose prisoners whose families are happy with this idea.

** In specific cases, we will ask you to write to the authorities as a concerned outsider (examples could be, when there is no date for a trial, when someone has been in solitary confinement, etc).

You may also like to be part of our bigger effort to draw attention in the media etc to the situation of Palestinian political prisoners.
