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Killing of an Abu Dis citizen at the Sheikh Saed Checkpoint
Jerusalem — Zaki Abu Al Halaweh — Yesterday morning Shehadeh Mohsen aged 53, an inhabitant of Abu Dis,
was killed at the Sheikh Saed Checkpoint in Sawahreh as a result of beatings by Occupation soldiers.

Eyewitnesses said that the soldiers stopped the martyr on his way to the Al Mugassed Hospital for
treatment because he had not got a permit. The soldiers stopped him and beat him; he fell on the
ground because he was very tired. Some people who were there took him to Al Jinan Health Centre,
about 100 metres from the checkpoint.

The health report issued by the centre said that Shehadeh died directly when he fell down because his head
hit the ground.

Shehadeh Mohsen was married with five children and working as a school guard in Sawahreh. He suffered
from diabetes. There was a huge funeral for him in Abu Dis: many people joined from Abu Dis and the
areas around including people representing the nationalist and Islamic parties.

It's well known that there have been many incidents at this checkpoint during the last period when
people have been stopped and humiliated and beaten by members of the Israeli “Border Police” who
are always present at the checkpoint. At that spot, they stop hundreds of old people, women and
children from entering Jerusalem
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
